Prior to the lesson, the teacher will identify key learnings for the lesson:

· Students will explore possible career choices in management;

· Students will understand costs associated with post-secondary studies required to secure the career of choice.
Teacher will begin a discussion by asking the class if they know the field of management they would like to be in (ie. manager retail store, manager restaurant, etc.) and do they know what the salary, skills, and education might be in order to secure a position in the field? Teacher identifies that career managers often complete post-secondary studies in the field. Teacher provides students with an up-to-date cost of attending one year of post secondary studies (ie. college, university). Students determine how much the program would cost if a 2-year, 3-year, or 4-year program. Teacher asks students how they will pay for their studies and if they are aware that funding may be available to them from the government.
